THE seaport on Mobile Bay with its annual commerce of
nearly 200 million dollars is progressive and modern. Butits natural charm predominates even though its hotels arebusiness-like in up-to-the-minute service and its broad streets

are filled with the hustle of business. In the background isthe warm hospitality and quiet dignity of a city where lovelygardens and beautiful homes show prideful care.
The many attractions, wonderful climate and a historyyou'll find written in the many points of interest offer a re-

freshingly different kind of holiday. Remarkably, the very
center of the business district is interrupted by a quaint park,Bienville Square, named in honor of the founder of Mobile.
Great trees shade a simple monument in his honor, bringingrecollections of the exiled Bonapartists and British governorswho held sway. Many nations have, from the time of the
Spaniards who first came here in 1540, played a part in the
planning, architecture and spirit of the city. Today Mobile
is a large shipbuilding center and its wharves, including theState Docks of Alabama, are busy with a valuable traffic.
The great tunnel under the bay is interesting as an exampleof modern construction.

Bay Bridge connects directly with the east shore of the
bay, where inviting resorts are nestled among sweeping dog-wood, sumac, mulberry and magnolias. Fairhope, renownedas one of many year-round resorts, has fine tennis courts, a
challenging golf course, and moderate prices for a varietyof relaxing pastimes. To the north are the ancient towns of

overnight service between Jacksonville and New Orleans.Adding to the enjoyment of the trip south are interesting
cities, important commercial centers and points of intrigu-
ing historical interest.

From Cincinnati and Louisville the route is through Ken-
tucky famed for blue grass and white fenced horse farms.Thence Nashville, the capital of Tennessee, and rankingeducational center.

From Chicago and St. Louis the route is through verdantfields of Illinois and Indiana thence into western Kentucky,
joining the main line at Nashville.

You will see wonderful country flash by in the Sand Moun-
tain Region of Northern Alabama. Then Birmingham, where
a robust steel industry of national importance serves well
developed industries of Southern cities.

From the Eastern Seaboard the route is through the Pied-
mont country and Atlanta, the capital of Georgia, joining
the main line at Montgomery.
