GENERAL INFORMATION
These Time Tables show the time at which passen­

ger carrying trains are scheduled to arrive at and 
depart from stations and to connect with other 
trains, but the company will not be responsible for 
consequences arising from delays or from errors In 
these printed schedules. The company reserves the 
right without notice to discontinue trains, and 
change schedules, and to substitute equipment dif­
ferent from that shown herein, and will not be re­
sponsible for inconveniences or damage arising 
therefrom. The schedules of connecting lines ap- 
pearing herein are published as public information; 
great care is taken to keep them correct, but the 
company will not be responsible for any errors or 
omissions therein.

Time from 12.01 midnight to 12.00 noon is shown by 
LIGHT faced figures, and time from 12.01 noon to 
12.00 midnight by HEAVY faced figures.

Buy Tickets before boarding trains and avoid pay­
ment of extra charge.

Children under 5 years of age, free, when accom- 
najied by parent or guardian; S years of age and 
HJder 12, one-half fare; 12 years of age or over, 
full fare.

Limits: On one-way tickets (sold at regular fare) 
destination must be reached within thirty (30) days; 
on round-trip tickets return journey must be com­
pleted within time and date specified on ticket.

Stop-Overs. Generally speaking stop-overs are per­
mitted on most classes of tickets upon application 
to conductor within final limit.

Adjustment of Fares. In case of dispute with con­
ductor or agent, pay the fare requested, take re­
ceipt and communicate with A. Cotsworth, Jr., 
Passenger Traffic Manager, Chicago.

Tickets of C. B. & Q. issue, unused, or partly 
used, will be redeemed at proper value by the 
Auditor of Ticket Accounts, Chicago.

Baggage. No single piece of baggage exceeding 300 
pounds In weight, or 72 inches in greatest dimen­
sion, or single shipment exceeding $2500 in value, 
will be checked. Free allowance of 150 pounds on 
one adult ticket subject to tariff stipulations as to 
contents, weight, value and size; excess value to 
be declared and paid for at time of checking.

The following articles are among several which are 
too fragile or too valuable to be handled in checked 
baggage, and for which the railroads cannot, under 
their tariffs, accept liability in case of loss or dam­
age: China, Glass or Silverware, Clocks or Watches, 
Firearms (small) and Ammunition, Foodstuffs, 
Fragile Articles, Fruit (canned or fresh), Household

Articles, Jewelry, Liquids of any kind, Money, 
Perishable Articles, Phonograph Records, Radios, 
Typewriters (Portable), Valuable Papers (Bonds, 
etc.), Paper cartons weighing more than 50 pounds

Passengers are urged to expedite the delivery of 
their baggage at destination by checking it through 
to hotel or residence. At larger points, passengers 
may arrange at ticket office to have baggage checked 
direct from residence or hotel to residence or hotel 
at destination.

Bicycles (not motorcycles), baby carriages, and 
guns are transported in baggage cars, subject to 
tariff regulations. Dogs in crates or muzzled on leash 
will also be handled in baggage cars on trains that 
have baggagemen, subject to tariff regulations. 
On trains not provided with baggagemen, dogs in 
crates will be handled only at owner’s risk and 
upon signing release of liability. See reference 
notes in schedule tables for trains which do not
have baggagemen.

Lost Articles—Agents will do all in their power to 
assist in the recovery of lost articles. Passengers 
should not only give full description of the 
property, but should state date of loss, num­
ber of train and whether left in coach, or Pull­
man ear. Inquire of Manager Baggage Traffic, 
Chicago, or his Assistant at Omaha, Neb No re­
sponsibility is assumed for unchecked articles 
left in stations or cars.

Air-Conditioned Trains. Air-conditioned equip­
ment has been assigned to regular sections of trains 
as shown herein. Every effort will be made to pro­
vide it as specified, but the right is reserved to em­
ploy non-air-conditioned cars as necessitated by 
volume of traffic or emergencies.

Hospital Facilities are available at the Union Sta­
tions in Chicago and Kansas City for train travelers 
requiring emergency medical attention or conval­
escents waiting between trains. This service is with­
out charge to the traveling public, and the train 
conductor will gladly make advance arrangements. 

Bus Option. Tickets reading via the Chicago, Bur­
lington & Quincy Railroad Company will be hon­
ored on buses of the Burlington Transportation 
Company.

Free Colorado Springs side-trip from Denver to 
Colorado Springs and return will be granted 
holders of ROUND-TRIP TICKETS destined 
Boulder, Ft. Collins, Greeley, Longmont, 
Loveland, Lyons, Grand l ake (Rocky Mountain 
National Park Circle Tour) or Rocky Mountain 
National-1'.stes Park. Colorado; Billings, Mon­

tana, or points beyond; ami Oguen, bait Lake 
City or Pocatello and points beyond, and good 
via the Burlington between the Missouri River or 
east and Denver. Side-trip coupons may be included 
in original ticket or secured at Denver Union Sta­
tion or Burlington Route City Ticket Office, Denver.
